Our expectations were not only met, but were far exceeded and we want to thank 
you for your prayers and the financial investment you made into the lives of those who went. I 
was not surprised, but I was continually amazed  at the exemplary behavior and witness of our 
young people. (The adults did really well, too!) They listened, learned, worshiped, served, and 
left behind, I believe, a sweet smelling fragrance of our Lord Jesus Christ in the land and 
amongst His people there. I do not think any of our lives will ever be the same. I also believe 
with all of my heart that life long fruit will come forth from this ministry trip. 

Every day was a highlight as each day we experienced our Lord and His Word coming to 
life throughout the land. 

From climbing the desert fortress of Masada on our first day to finding archeological 
treasures from the Temple Mount on our last day,

from visiting the caves where King David hid from Saul to dancing to Matthew 5 on the 
Mount of Beatitudes in the Galilee, 

from being baptized in the Jordan River to being baptized with fire on Mount Carmel 
(Elijah’s Mountain),  

from walking on the Via Dolorosa to the Upper Room on Mount Zion, 
from marching  on the walls along the top of the Old City to following Mount Moriah in 

the Rabbi’s Tunnel underground, 
from the Mount of Olives to the Garden of Gethsemane … and on and on  

We experienced not only the literal heights and depths of the land (the Dead Sea to 
the Golan Heights), but more importantly experienced what seemed to be to a large degree the 
height, depth, width and length of God’s love and His purposes during our trip as well.

proclaimed On Your Walls I Have Set Watchmen  while overlooking Jerusalem, shared a 
short concert in our Jerusalem hotel lobby, 

and offered an absolutely beautiful spontaneous worship dance in an art studio in the 
heart of the Old City … and on and on.

I would ask one more thing - that you continue to pray for the team as they readjust to 
American culture, assimilate and continue to be transformed by what they experienced, and
try to communicate the great things God has done with others.
