Yet I also believe that this time of shifting is part of God’s 
extended mercy—shifting and repositioning us into more 
of His perfect design and will—and sifting out the things 
in our lives that deter us from fully following Him. May 
we allow Him to sift us for His glory and align us with 
his perfect Will. Will there be change? You betcha. Will 
it be good? Absolutely! God never allows those who follow 
Him to stay the same... we are being changed from glory 
to glory. I pray for grace for us all that we do not resist 
Him.  Change will come. Let us      let Him    change us.  
And what about the SORTING? I was thinking about 
how mail gets sorted and then ultimately when Jesus will 
sort the sheep from the goats. Something we don’t like to 
think about—but, my dear friends, we must think about 
it. The parables in Matthew 25 distinguish those who 
will spend eternity with their Lord by those who know 
Him, trust Him and serve Him by helping others. The 
fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom—may God 
grace us with a true Fear of the Lord!
